a) The Locational Criteria of Multiplex Complex shall be the 

same as given in the Andhra Pradesh Cinemas (Regulation) 

Act 1955 and Clause 3.2 of Part 4 of National Building 

Code and in additional to this shall comply with Clause 3.2 

of Part 4 of National Building Code(Where ever applicable )  

b) Documents required.  

1) Application. 

2) Land documents of the proposed premises.  

3) Partnership deed if any.  

4) Traffic Impact Study Report.  

5) Prior NOC from D.G. Fire Services.  

6) Detailed floor wise plans of all floors drawn by a

Alteration of the 

seating capacity 

 

➢ The seating capacity fixed in B – Form License shall 

not be allowed to be reduced. Provided that if the 

licensing authority is satisfied that the license 

exhibiting cinematography exhibitions is under loss, 

the licensing authority may reduce the seating 

capacity fixed in B Form License on an application 

made by a licensee subject to conditions prescribed in 

the rules.

➢ (a) Every application for renewal of a licence shall be 
made ninety days before the expiry of licence sought 
to be renewed and it shall be made in Form A-11 in 
triplicate accompanied by the treasury receipt for the 
payment of fees prescribed in Rule 16. 
 

➢ Certified or Xerox copies of the certificate of longevity 
of the building Issued by the Executive Engineer (R & 
B)
